� Refers to processes, design, construction, operation and maintenance of wastewater collection and treatment systems, including:





Primary treatment processes such as sedimentation tank, skimming and chemical enhanced primary treatment.


Secondary treatment processes such as Aerated Lagoon, Activated Sludge, Up-flow Anaerobic Sludge Blanket, Trickling Filters, Rotating Biological Contactors, Oxidation Ditch and Settling Basin Digester. Natural biological treatment processes such as Waste Stabilization Pond, Constructed Wetlands, Overland Treatment, Nutrient Film Techniques, Soil Aquifer Treatment, High-Rate Algal Pond, and Floating Aquatic Macrophyte Systems.


Tertiary treatment processes such as Membrane filtration (Micro-; Nano-; Ultra- and Reverse Osmosis), Infiltration/Percolation, Activated Carbon and Disinfection





� Direct use of wastewater occurs when the (un) treated effluent is directly used for agriculture or other irrigation or recycling purposes. in this fact sheet indirect use of wastewater is not considered.


 Indirect use treated or untreated urban wastewater occurs when water from a river receiving treated or untreated urban wastewater is abstracted by farmers downstream of the urban centre for agriculture.
